They both had
their genesis in post-earthquake rebuild portfolios, both central
city and the wider Christchurch region.

Examples of projects from the time include, Turanga Central
Library, Taiora QEIl Recreation and Sport Centre, Lichfield Street -
Car Park, the extensive Heritage Portfolio, numerous new
Community Centre, and Library rebuilds, 2400 social housing units
and numerous demolitions.

Residual projects still being delivered by the team include Matatiki,
Performing Arts Precinct, Parakiore, Cathedral Square
Improvements, and Te Kaha.
